The Board of Trustees of Illinois State University, on behalf of its Office of International Studies
and Programs (ISU) and Srinakharinwirot University (SWU) desiring to formally acknowledge a
longstanding and valued relationship between the two institutions and to strengthen the
educational opportunities for the students of SWU agree to the following terms and conditions of
the Cooperation Agreement:

Terms of the Agreement

8

Under this agreement SWU’s Vice President for Academic Affairs will nominate up to two (2)
new candidates to the Office of International Studies and Programs for an August admission to
graduate studies at ISU. These nominations should be received by March 1 and will include a vita
of the candidate, a statement regarding the purpose of their study, and an assessment of the
qualifications for matriculating as a graduate student at ISU. No personal interview by ISU
faculty or staff is required for nomination of SWU candidate.

After the nominations have been confirmed by the Office of International Studies and Programs,
the candidates will be required to complete the online International Graduate Admissions
Application and/or any other forms required by ISU’s policies. Upon completion and submission
of the online application and/or other required documents, the nominee will forward all other
materials required, e.g. Declaration of Finances, TOEFL, GRE or GMAT, copy of passport, etc. A
faxed (or emailed attachment) copy of the application and other materials mailed to ISU’s Office
of Admissions, should also be sent to the Office of International Studies and Programs, in order to
facilitate the coordination of the agreement. Documents must be submitted by March 1 to meet
the May 1 deadline for completion of international admissions for Fall semester.

. To be admissible, SWU applicants must meet all graduate admission requirements set

forth by ISU and the particular program to which they apply, including a minimum
TOEFL score of 79 for the Internet-based exam (iBT), 213 for the computer-based exam
(CBT), or 550 for the paper-based exam (PBT). The minimum IELTS score is a 6.5 band.
Departments/Schools may require a higher score at their discretion.

ISU will reserve the right of making final judgment on the admissibility of each SWU
student.

Upon admission to an ISU graduate program, the Office of International Studies and
Programs at ISU will provide graduate assistantship support for two (2) new graduate
students from SWU per year, as nominated under item 1 above. The assistantship is for
the two (2) years of the student’s study at ISU only. The graduate assistantship is
contingent on the candidate meeting all other assistantship criteria for the entire time-
period. In addition, the graduate student is subject to and must adhere to all University
and graduate school and graduate assistantship policies.

Financial and Other Responsibilities

1

Each Graduate Assistantship includes a full tuition waiver and stipend and is available
only to support students for a maximum of two (2) years of study, if all of the graduate
assistant criteria continue to be met and the student is adhering to all University and
graduate school and graduate assistantship policies. Stipend amounts are dependent upon
the assistantship classification, partial or full time.

After year 2, any SWU student wishing to continue his or her studies at ISU may apply for a
graduate assistantship from his or her academic department. The granting of a graduate
assistantship is, however, merit-based, subject to the availability of funding, and at the discretion
of the academic department.

Those SWU students unable to obtain an assistantship offer for study beyond the first two year
will be required to provide proof of full financial support from another source for the remainder
of their studies to the Office of International Studies and Programs.

The obligations of the parties under this agreement are only for the participants and do not
include spouses or dependents.

SWU students will be responsible for payment of all other study related expenses, including but
not limited to ISU general fees, housing, meals, transportation, personal, and other
miscellaneous expenses. Proof of additional financial support for study related expenses
will be required for issuance of final admission and immigration documents.

SWU students accepted into a graduate program at ISU will be considered full-time,
degree-seeking students. As such, ISU will make available to SWU students all services,
programs and facilities as provided to international degree-seeking students.

Participants must abide the laws of the host country and by the rules, regulations and policies of
the host university.

SWU students will be required to maintain medical/hospitél insurance coverage in
accordance with the applicable ISU policy and US immigration regulations.

Students participating under this agreement will be automatically enrolled in and assessed
charges for ISU student health insurance. This requirement will be waived only upon
receipt of proof that the student has other existing sufficient health insurance

coverage. ISU will not assume any responsibility, for any health care expenses
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10. It is understood and agreed that neither party to this cooperation agreement shall be liable

for any negligent or wrongful acts, either of commission or omission, chargeable to the
other, unless such liability is imposed by law, and that this agreement shall not be
construed as seeking to either enlarge or diminish any obligation or duty owed by one
party against the other or against a third party.

ISU and SWU desire to encourage the further development of collaboration. Both
institutions view the following as possible areas of future collaboration:

e [SU short-term student programs to SWU campus, led and accompanied by ISU
faculty

e Short-term/post-Doctoral training opportunities for SWU faculty/staff at ISU campus

e Teaching opportunities of ISU graduate students in SWU demonstration schools

e Continuing short-term program at ISU English Language Institute (ELI)

The terms of such mutual assistance and the necessary budget for each program and activity will
be mutually discussed and agreed upon by both parties in separate document(s) prior to the
initiation of the particular program or activity.

Implementation

1.

Implementation of this agreement will be conducted by the Director of Office of International
Studies and Programs, Illinois State University and by the Vice President for International
Relations, Srinakharinwirot University.

This agreement will commence when signed by both institutions.

This agreement shall be in effect for two (2) years. It may be revised only upon written approval
of both institutions.

This agreement may be terminated by either party upon six months written notice to the other
party. Any students participating under the terms of this agreement at the time of termination may
be allowed to complete his/her participation.

AGREEMENT
between
VICTORIA UNIVERSITY OF WELLINGTON
and

SRINAKHARINWIROT UNIVERSITY

“STUDY ABROAD PROGRAMME”

This is a schedule to the Agreement between Victoria University of Wellington
(hereinafter referred to as 'VUW), New Zealand. and Srinakharinwirot University.
(hereafter referred to as SWU "), Thailand for the development of scientific and
educational cooperation, dated 10 March 2009 and is deemed to be part of that
agreement.

This schedule sets out the terms and conditions under which the two universities
have agreed to work together to offer international study options for students of
SWU. In particular, the schedule sets out the terms and conditions under which
students of SWU may undertake study at VUW that contributes towards SWU
degree programmes.

General Administration

1. The two institutions agree to operate this Schedule commencing at the date of
signatuie.

2

At SWU, the authority to operate this Schedule is vested in the Faculty of
Social Science and other Faculties. At Victoria, it is vested in Victoria
International.

Study Abroad Programme

3. VUW agrees to accept students from SWU for one semester of study
providing they meet the required entry requirements (see clause 9) and they
have passed the relevant courses at SWU that have been recognised as being
equivalent to the required prerequisite courses they wish to study at VUW.
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4. SWU has developed international programmes for SWU students in the
following areas:

e Bachelor of Business Administration: Marketing major:

» Bachelor of Business Administration: Tourism and Hotel Management
major;

e Bachelor of Management Information Technology.

The outlines for these programmes and the possible VUW course options for
the final year are attached as Appendices 1-3. It is acknowledged that both the
SWU and VUW courses for these programmes may change over time. When
this occurs both parties agree to work together to identify suitable alternative

course options.

5. SWU students transferring to VUW will be enrolled as Certificate of
Proficiency students and must abide by and be subject to all the rules and
regulations of the host institution. They will also have the same rights and
privileges enjoyed by other students of the host institution.

6. Itis agreed that SWU will recognise credit for courses completed at VUW by
SWU students as contributing to those participants’ degree programmes at
SWU.

7. The academic year at VUW runs from early March to late June (semester one)
and from mid-July to late November (semester two). It is expected that the
majority of students will transfer to VUW in the final year of their degree
programme at SWU to enter semester two at VUW.

Student Selection

8. The Study Abroad programme will be open to all undergraduate students of
SWU.

9. The SWU participants will be selected by SWU in accordance with the
following criteria:

e Participants must be regularly enrolled undergraduate degree
candidates at SWU with a good academic record (expected minimum
GPA of 2.5);

e Participants must have passed courses at SWU that have been
recognised as being equivalent to the required prerequisite courses they
wish to study at VUW: and. »

e Participants must meet Victoria’s English requuement for
undergraduate studies — 1.e. a minimum TOEFL score of 550 (ora
CBT score of 213, or iBT score of 80) or a minimum IELTS score of
6.0 (with no sub-score below 5.5).
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Fees and Costs
10. Participants will be required to pay the published VUW per semester fee for
study abroad placements. It is accepted that fees may be changed from time to

time in accordance with changes to the statutes of VUW.

11. All SWU Study Abroad students will receive a 10% tuition fees waiver for
their total tuition fees.

12. After SWU Study Abroad participants’ enrolment has been confirmed,
Victoria will invoice SWU for the Study Abroad fees. and will not invoice the
participants directly.

13. The provisions of this agreement apply only to participants enrolling at VUW
through SWU. This Agreement does not apply to students enrolling at VUW
independently.

14. Other costs for the programme includes the following. which will be included
in the invoice:

o Student service levies, Victoria University Student Union Association
(VUWSA) fees.

e Compulsory insurance charges.
e Accommodation while studying at Victoria.
15. Study Abroad participants will be responsible for the following expenses,
which will not be included in the abovementioned invoice:
e Transportation expenses to and from the host institution.
e Textbooks, clothing and personal expenses.
e Passport and visa costs.
o All other debts and incidentals expenses incurred during the course of

their study at the host institution.

Student Support

16. Each visiting student will have the same rights, privileges and services as
those offered to any other international student at VUW.

17. It is agreed that VUW will:

o Name a single liaison person who will be responsible for the
administrative arrangements for all incoming SWU students.

e Provide transferring students from SWU with all the appropriate
information and support both pre-transfer and for the duration of their
study in Wellington.

» Provide a full range of support services for enrolling students including:

- Fully documented pre-transfer information.

- Comprehensive orientation programme in Wellington. It will provide
information on New Zealand language, culture and immigration
requirements.

- Assistance with finding appropriate and cost-effective accommodation
for each visiting student for the duration of their stay in Wellington.

- On-going support through Victoria International.

- Airport meeting service.

- Assistance and advice from designated support staff.

. All SWU students must have appropriate medical and travel insurance cover

for the duration of their stay in New Zealand.
It 1s agreed that SWU will:

e Attend to inquiries from prospective students by providing information
about the courses available at VUW and. where appropriate, provide

counselling to candidates about the courses and relevant admission criteria.

e Assist students to comply with formal requirements involved in applying
for admission to the relevant courses, and processing of application forms.

» Assist successful applicants to obtain the necessary travel and visa

documentation.
Publicity
20. Both VUW and SWU agree to actively publicise this collaborative programme
and the options for study at VUW that it provides. including both cooperative
marketing efforts and individual efforts through the normal publicity channels
available to each university.
21. It is agreed that SWU may use the name of VUW to assist with the #

recruitment of students for the programme. It is a condition of this authority
that promotional material bearing the name and logo of VUW be first
approved by VUW in terms of the official policies and requirements of VUW.

Each institution will
suggest modifications as appropriate.

. This Schedule shall be effective for an initial period of five years from the date

of signing subject to revision or modification by mutual written agreement,

unless terminated by either party in the form of a written notice submitted at
least three months in advance of the proposed termination. In the absence of
any such termination notice, this Agreement will be automatically renewed,
unless or until terminated by either party with three months written notice to

the other party.

AGREEMENT

“STAFF AND POSTGRADUATE STUDENT DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME?”

Victoria University of Wellington (VUW), New Zealand, as the New Zealand Sponsor, and
Srinakharindwirot University (SWU), hereby agree upon the following terms and conditions to
promote staff and postgraduate student development at SWU:

-

Where candidates of SWU have been awarded a scholarship for study towards a Masters
or PhD degree or meet the academic requirements to obtain such a scholarships, but
have English language that is not a level to enable their enrolment directly in these degree
programmes at VUW, VUW will provide the candidate from SWU with a scholarship to
cover the full cost of the fees in the VUW English Proficiency Programme (tuition waiver
scholarship for the EPP), on the terms set out below.

To obtain a tuition waiver scholarship, the candidate from SWU must first apply for entry
to, and be provided with provisional acceptance into, the Masters or PhD programme of a
School at VUW. Following receipt of the provisional acceptance, the candidate must write
to the Pro Vice-Chancellor (International) at VUW requesting a scholarship and citing the
terms of this agreement.

Tuition waiver scholarships for the EPP will normally be provided for one semester of
study where the candidate intends to complete a Masters degree and for one semester of
study where the candidate intends to complete a PhD. Therefore candidates will be
expected to have a level of English that will provide them with a reasonable opportunity to
meet the requirements for entry at VUW after one EPP course (i.e. 6.0 IELTS with no
subscore below 5.5). If a scholarship covering a longer period of 'study in the EPP
programme is required to enable the candidate to reach the required level of English
language proficiency, this may be provided at the discretion of the Pro Vice-Chancelior
(International) at VUW.

Candidates who obtain tuition waiver scholarships for the EPP will be responsible for
obtaining a student visa to study in New Zealand, and for the costs of medical insurance,
accommodation and food while in New Zealand.

This agreement shall be effective for 5 years from the date of signing. Before the end of
that period, the institutions will evaluate the results of the programme and subject to the
written agreement of both institutions, the agreement can remain valid for a further period
to be determined.

MEMORANDUM ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF
THE STUDENT EXCHANGE PROGRAM
BETWEEN
THE FACULTY OF HUMANITIES,
SRINAKHARINWIROT UNIVERSITY
AND
THE SCHOOL OF INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION,
MEIJI UNIVERSITY

The Faculty of Humanities, Srinakharinwirot University and the School of
Information and Communication, Meiji University (hereafter called “the two schools”)
have agreed to enter into the following memorandum on the implementation of the
Student Exchange Programme based on Article 4 of the Cooperation Agreement
between both schools signed by both representatives.

Article 1° Number of Exchange Students

1- The two schools shall agree in writing annually on the number of students to be
exchanged and the period of each exchange. In the first instance, each school may
send under this memorandum a maximum of three undergraduate students each year.

2- A balance of incoming and outgoing of exchange students will be maintained over a
period of five years. If imbalance exists after this period, both schools will work to
obtain the corresponding balance within the subsequent period.

Article 2: Period of Study Abroad

1- The period of study abroad for exchange students shall be of one semester or one
year for the two schools, and will follow the academic calendar of the host school.
Details concerning the period shall be decided by discussion between the two schools
and shall be confirmed in writing annually.

2- Upon completion of the period of study abroad at the host school, exchange students
shall return to their home school. Any extension of stay must be approved by both
schools.

Article 3° Selection of Exchange Students and Acceptance Procedures

1- Each school will endeavour to publicize the exchange opportunities and to select
highly qualified students suitable for studies at the host school.

2- Selection of candidates shall be made by the home school. The host school has the
right of making the final decision on accepting students.

3- The home school shall ensure that the exchange students have a sufficient commmand
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of the language required for study.
Article 4° Study Program for Exchange Students

1- Both schools will undertake to send all necessary information concerning the
student study program to the other school well in advance of the upcoming period of
study abroad, and generally facilitate matters for the participating students.

2- A study program suitable for each student will be designed by the host school with
the assistance of the sending school.

3- The host school will undertake to provide appropriate academic advice, orientation,
counselling and support during the study program for exchange students.

Article 5: Status of Exchange Students

1- Each exchange student will enjoy the same academic rights and advantages enjoyed
by regular students enrolled at the host school, except that they cannot obtain a degree
from the host school.

2- Exchange students will be subject to the rules and regulations of the host school.
Article 6 Academic Record and Accreditation

1- The host school will undertake to provide transcripts and any other necessary
documentation regarding each student’s academic performance during the period of
study abroad. All documentation shall be sent directly to the home school.

2- Any academic credit earned at the host school will be transferred back to the home
school.

Article 7: Financial Arrangements

1- Exchange students will pay the appropriate tuition at their home school.

2- Each host school shall provide a waiver of examination fees, admission fees, and
tuition for incoming exchange students.

Article 8- Accommodation and Health Insurance etc.

1- The host school will assist exchange students to find suitable accommodation, but
the provision of housing is not an obligation of the host school.

2- All participating students will be required to carry adequate health insurance. This
insurance will cover the costs of health care for the full period of the exchange.

3- All cost of living expenses such as room and board, local transport, entertainment,
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health care and travel are the sole responsibility of each exchange student.

4- The host school will provide all necessary documents for the exchange student study
program in the host  country, including visas and any  other
governmental/administrative formalities. Required documents will be delivered to the
home school well in advance of exchange student travel dates between home and host
schools.

Article 9° Scholarships

This memorandum shall not ensure the availability of scholarships for exchange
students, but each school shall endeavour to provide useful information on scholership
programs.

Article 10: Validity of the Memorandum

1- The validity of this memorandum shall be pursuant to the validity of the
Memorandum of Understanding between both universities signed by both
representatives, unless one party sends a written notice of termination of this
memorandum to the other party six months in advance.

2- This memorandum is subject to revision or annulment at any time by mutual
written agreement.

3- Any exchange student who is already in his/her study program at the host
institution on the date of termination of the memorandum shall not be affected by such
termination and shall be allowed to complete his/her study program as originally
engaged.

4- Two Japanese and two English copies of this memorandum shall be made, each one
of which to be held by each school, each copy being of equal validity.
